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DIVERSITY: MANAGING AND SERVING THE
CHANGING DEMOGRAPHIC

In order for nature center directors and administrators

to effectively support an increasingly diverse population
of employees and visitors, it is essential to develop
competencies that may enhance their ability to effectively
serve this population. Workshop participants will consider
topics such as: “diversity” (as a personal construct);
emerging demographic trends; the affect of cognitions

on behavior; intercultural conflict; perceived reality

as a byproduct of diversity; two great cultures (males

and females); and “four agreements.” It is hoped that
workshop participants will deepen their understanding of
important concepts related to “diversity,” and ultimately
enhance their ability to relate to, and manage others in this
diverse world.

DR. MICHAEL FISCHLER is the Director of the Counseling

and Human Relations Center and a professor in the Education
Department at Plymouth State University. He is active in public
speaking, presenting workshops, and publishing articles in areas
that focus on social behavior and cultural diversity. Michael
specializes in human behavior and teaches courses which focus
on cultural diversity, social behavior, and interpersonal and
group process. Meaningful work has no boundaries. Michael’s
efforts are directed toward enlivening and contributing toward
the interdependent growth of the campus and the community. He
is advisor to the Multicultural Society and Tau Omega sorority;
founder of “First Star Tonight,;” Hospice volunteer; and Chair of the
Graduate Council.

INS AND OUTS OF ACCREDITATION

Join us for a joint workshop where we explore the
accreditation processes of both the American Association
of Museums (AAM) and the Association of Zoos and
Aquariums (AZA). We will learn about the procedures and
requirements of both organizations, with an additional
focus on concerns regarding live animal exhibits and
programs. This workshop will include a sneak peak at
behind-the-scenes animal care areas.

This workshop will be co-presented by Charles Browne,
Executive Director of The Fairbanks Museum and Dave
Erler, Senior Naturalist of SLNSC.

CHARLIE BROWNE has served as Executive Director of the
museum and planetarium in St. Johnsbury, Vermont, since 1984.
Trained as a naturalist and educator, his special interests include
ornithology and ecology. He has served as an accreditation peer
reviewer for AAM for 13 years and received AAM’s Excellence

in Peer Review Service Award in 2006. He has also served as
President of the New England Museum Association and as a
member of the National Program Committee of AAM.

DAVE ERLER was a naturalist with the National Park Service and
University of Minnesota Extension Service before coming to SLNSC
in 1979. Dave was recognized as the New England Environmental
Education Alliance’s Educator of the Year in 2002. Dave is a licensed
Master Bird Bander. He was the lead coordinator for SLNSC in the
AZA accreditation process.

SITE & ARCHITECTURAL MASTER PLANNING -
MAKING GOOD CENTERS EXCEPTIONAL

Have you ever visited another nature or residential
environmental learning center and wondered “what were
they thinking when they laid the place out?” Did you go
home to your own center and wonder the same thing?
Exceptional nature centers and residential environmental
learning centers have site and architectural master plans
to guide their growth. Learn what steps are involved in
site and architectural master planning, how to select

the best team of professionals (landscape architects,
architects, exhibit designers, engineers) needed, how to
create a planning process that will serve your needs, and
understand what “deliverables” to expect. Learn how to
first engage your board and key donors in the planning
process, and later, how to use your master plan to guide
management decisions and private donations. The session
will be fun and interactive using case studies from existing
nature centers. If you don'’t think your center needs this
type of master plan, you probably do.

JOHN ROYSTER is a landscape architect and interpretive planner
with Big Muddy Workshop, Inc. Landscape Architects & Interpretive
Planners. John has decades of site master planning experience for
nature centers, outdoor education areas, wildlife refuges, parks, and
other sites with outstanding environmental or cultural resources.
Master plans he’s completed include Boyer Chute National Wildlife
Refuge in Nebraska, The Wildlife Center in Espanola, New Mexico
and Randall Davey Audubon Center in Santa Fe, New Mexico and
master plans for all three visitor centers operated by Fontenelle
Nature Association in his hometown of Omaha. He is currently
developing the site master plan for Green Hearts Institute for
Nature in Childhood’s first Children’s Nature Center.



PLACES THAT TEACH: INCORPORATING
ARCHITECTURE AND LANDSCAPE IN YOUR
LEARNING PLACE

When designed and programmed creatively and effectively,
buildings and landscapes themselves can contribute
significantly to the learning experience provided by nature
centers and environmental education facilities. By reaching
beyond the site to understand the context of a place and
digging deep within the site to understand the histories

that have shaped a place, nature centers can enhance their
learning potential with focused programming and engaging,
place-specific features and experiences. Join these architects
and landscapes architects to explore how the Mercer Slough
Environmental Education Center and Cedar River Watershed
Environmental Education Center developed the building and
the landscape as an integral part of the learning experience.

MARK JOHNSON, AIA, LEED AP, Senior Associate, Jones & Jones
Architects + Landscape Architects + Planners is a designer

who strives to make architecture inspired by natural processes,
while expressing different scales of human experience. With
undergraduate degrees in architecture and sculpture and a
master’s degree in architecture from Savannah College of Art and
Design, he brings a site sensibility to his work.

KARI STILES, PHD, MLA, Associate, Jones & Jones, Architects +
Landscape Architects + Planners has a strong background in
biological sciences, project management, and education. Since
joining Jones & Jones in 2008, Kari has applied her experience as

a research scientist, designer, and educator in the fields of biology,
ecology, ecological design and planning, and GIS to the firm’s
involvement in the Puget Sound Partnership and various zoo design
projects.

NEW TOOLS FOR RESTORING NATURE PLAY

Nature center leaders and other environmental educators
are now well-acquainted with the importance of children’s
nature-based play, including its unmatched impact on life-
long conservation values. We also know that nature play

is disappearing, and that our centers surely have a role in
restoring it. However, best practices for nature play initiatives
are still evolving. This workshop will take a look at several
new approaches, including family nature clubs, after-school
programming, dispersed play features, play naturalists, risk/
benefit assessments, and more. Bring your own ideas and
experiences — we’re all still learning about this critical field!

KEN FINCH is the founder and President of Green Hearts Institute
for Nature in Childhood. He is a 35-year veteran of nature centers
and environmental education (EE), and is a past President of ANCA.
He holds an M.S.T. degree in EE and a B.A. in sociology.

MARCIE OLTMAN is the Director of Early Childhood Education
at Schlitz Audubon Nature Center in Milwaukee, and has over 20
years of experience with nature preschools and other children’s
programs. She has earned masters degrees in EE and early
childhood education.

DEBBIE GREENE is the Director of Pilcher Park Nature Center in
Joliet, Illinois, and has been an early innovator of nature play features
and programs for nature centers. She designed an award-winning
after-school nature play program and raised over $100,000 for it.

Gary Hirshberg, husband of Meg Hirshberg and father of three teenage yogurt-
eaters, is Chairman, President, and CE-Yo of Stonyfield Farm, the world’s leading
organic yogurt producer, based in Londonderry, New Hampshire.

For the past 25 years, Gary has overseen Stonyfield Farm’s phenomenal growth,
from its infancy as a seven-cow organic farming school in 1983 to its current
$320 million in annual sales. Stonyfield has enjoyed a compounded annual
growth rate of over 24% for more than eighteen years, by consistently producing
great-tasting products and using innovative marketing techniques that blend the
company'’s social, environmental, and financial missions.

In 2001, Stonyfield Farm entered into a partnership with Groupe Danone, and in
2005, Gary was named managing director of Stonyfield Europe, a joint venture
between the two firms with brands in Canada, Ireland, and France.

Gary joined Stonyfield Farm a few months after its start in 1983. Initially, he
directed the Rural Education Center, the small organic farming school from
which Stonyfield was spawned. Previously, in addition to serving as a trustee of
the farming school, Gary had served as executive director of The New Alchemy
Institute — a research and education center dedicated to organic farming,
aquaculture, and renewable energy.

A New Hampshire native, Gary was one of the first graduates of Hampshire
College in Amherst, MA, and has received six honorary doctorates. He was
named a Gordon Grand Fellow from Yale.

Gary has won numerous awards for corporate and environmental leadership,
including Global Green USA’s “1999 Green Cross Millennium Award for
Corporate Environmental Leadership.” He was named “Business Leader of the
Year” by Business NH Magazine and “New Hampshire’s 1998 Small Business
Person of the Year” by the U.S. Small Business Administration.

Gary serves on several corporate and non-profit boards including Applegate
Farms, the Dannon Company, Honest Tea, Peak Organic Brewing Company,
Sambazon, Climate Counts, and the Danone Communities Fund. He is the
chairman and co-founder of O’Naturals, a natural fast food restaurant company,
and the author of Stirring It Up: How to Make Money and Save the World (Hyperion
Books, January, 2008). He also served on the advisory panel for Newsweek
magazine’s Global Environmental Leadership Conference.

In his spare time, Gary serves as the president of the Express Soccer Club and
coaches a girls’ under-16 premier travel soccer team, which keeps him humble
and certain that he still has much to learn.

One-sixteenth of New Hampshire is covered by water,
much of it in the Lakes Region. The largest lakes in
the region include Lake Winnipesaukee (72 square
miles), with more than 200 miles of shoreline and 274
habitable islands; Squam Lake; Lake Winnisquam,;
Newfound Lake; and Ossipee Lake. The smallest is
Duncan Lake (114 acres), once a favorite fishing spot
of Grover Cleveland, a summer resident.

Squam Lake, the 1981 film site for On Golden Pond, is
known as one of the most peaceful and pristine in the
country and offers visitors plenty of opportunity to
enjoy its natural beauty.

Located at the beginning of the White Mountains
and near Lake Winnipesaukee, the Squam Lakes
area consists of Big Squam Lake, Little Squam Lake,
and White Oak Pond. Big and Little Squam Lakes are
naturally spring fed and connected by a channel

in Holderness. Big Squam is 6,791 acres, 6 miles
long, 4 miles wide, and 98 feet deep with 61 miles

of shoreline. It is the second-largest lake located
entirely in New Hampshire. Little Squam is 408 acres,
2 miles long, 1/2 mile wide, and 84 feet deep. The
lakes are host to 67 islands.

The Squam Lakes are not only rich in natural beauty,
but history as well. Squam Lakes’ earliest inhabitants
were from the Abenaki nation of the Algonquin
Federation of Indians. Originally they referred

to Squam as Keeseenunknipee, which meant “the
goose lake in the highlands.” The white settlers that
followed shortened the name to Casumpa, Kusumpy,
and/or Kesumpe around 1779. In the early 1800s,
the lake was given another Abenaki name, Asquam,
which means water. Finally, in the early 1900s,
Asquam was shortened to its present version, Squam.

Though the lakes’ name has seen many changes, the
Squam Lakes area has seen relatively few. Despite
being located only a couple of hours from major
metropolitan areas, Squam has managed to maintain
its pristine and undeveloped landscape.

The town of Holderness, on Squam Lakes, is small and
still largely rural. The breathtaking natural beauty of
the lakes and mountains is still what draws visitors
and residents alike all year round. Yet it doesn’t take
long to discover that Holderness and the surrounding
towns have wonderful educational, cultural, and
commercial assets as well. Shopping, theater, music,
restaurants, and galleries are within a few miles of
Holderness Village.
